Eligibility Criteria: 

●​ Must be an active APEX¹ Volleyball athlete for the 2025–2026 season 
●​ Must maintain a 3.5 GPA or higher (must submit a copy of most recent transcript) 
●​ Must be committed to pursuing volleyball at a high level (collegiate aspirations encouraged) 
●​ Must submit a personal essay September 7, 2025  

How to Apply: 

Applicants must submit a 1,000-word personal essay addressing the following prompt:​
"Why are you deserving of the Erika Kaleoihi Memorial Scholarship?" 

In your essay, please reflect on your personal journey in volleyball and life. Share the challenges you’ve overcome, 
how volleyball has shaped you, what motivates you to grow as an athlete, and how you demonstrate leadership, 
resilience, and service to others. 

Be specific about how this scholarship would impact your goals—both on the court and beyond.
